Notice of Race and SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The Morf Lady Skipper’s Series is a seven race series held across the Morf racing season. The rules
are that a female must always be at the helm when a boat is racing. Men are permitted, but not
always allowed, on board :-)

RULES

1.1 The organizing authority of the MORF Lady Skipper's Series is the Midwest Open Racing
Fleet of Chicago

1.2 The races and series will be governed by
1.2.1  The rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2025-2028 (RRS)
1.2.2  This Notice of Race (NOR)
1.2.3 These Sailing Instructions (SI's)

1.2.4 The prescriptions of US SAILING except as changed by this Notice of Race and
the Sailing Instructions

1.3 Boats will be scored under the Lake Michigan Performance Handicap Racing Fleet rating
system. Boats should have current LMPHRF rating certificates. MORF will supply a
rating if one is needed.

1.4 Competing boats shall meet US Coast Guard safety requirements and comply with US
Sailing’s near shore safety requirements.

CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change in the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the MORF website _
morfracing.net/wpmocha/offical-notice-board/ before 0830 CDT on the day it will take effect,
except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 2000 CDT on the day before it

will take effect.

4. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
If a race is abandoned or postponed broadcasts will be made on VHF Channel 69 the day of the

races.

5. Schedule of Events

If two races are scheduled the race committee will indicate its intention to start the second with
a radio transmission on VHF Channel 69 following the completion of the previous race. No race
should be started after 3pm.

6.  CLASS FLAGS AND START

6.1. To assist in scoring we prefer that boats fly class flags from the backstay, but it is not
required.

6.2. The class flags for the purpose of signaling the start of each class shall be designated by the
international code flags as follows:

Note that there are three starts; Jam, J105, and Spinnaker. At the Race Committee's discretion
the J105 and Spinnaker starts may be combined into a single start. If a two race day the second
race will be started as soon as possible after the finish of the previous race at the direction of the
Race Committee.



7.  THE MORF Lady Skipper's Series RACING AREAS AND COURSES

7.1. The Lady Skipper races will be started at Starting Area 7 (SA7), 2.5 miles SE of the
Monroe Harbor entrance.

7.2. The courses sailed will use the marks around SA7. The approximate coordinates are as

follows:

7.3 The Course selected will be displayed from a sign-board on the Race Committee Signal Boat
with or before the Warning Signal and will be based on weather conditions and time.

8. COURSES

The courses sailed will be selected at the discretion of the Race Committee from the following
Olympic, Trapezoidal, Beer Trapezoid, and Windward/Leeward. The courses selected will be
based on weather and time considerations. Within those constraints a selection of different
courses should be chosen by the race committee. The course diagrams are below.

RECALLS

In the event of an individual recall, the sail numbers or identification of any boar or boats that are
identified as OCS may be announced on the Race Committee VHF channel 69. Failure of a boat to
see or hear her recall notification, and the timing and order of such hails, or the length of time it
takes to make a notification on the VHF radio will not be grounds for redress (This changes RRS
29.1 and 62.1 (a).)

THE FINISH

10.1. The Finish Line will be between the mast of the Race Committee Signal Boat and SA7
unless the course is shortened. The Race Committee will broadcast its decision to
shorten a course, and provide relevant information, on VHF channel 69.

PENALTY SYSTEM, PROTEST AND REQUEST FOR REDRESS-

11.1. Protests will be filed by email to morf@morfracing.org. Protests shall be delivered
within the protest time limit.

11.2.  The Protest Time Limit is sixty (60) minutes after the Race Committee Signal Boat has
docked. This changes rule 61.3

11.3. Notices will be posted on the Official notice board on the MORF website
morfracing.net/wpmocha/offical-notice-board as possible to inform competitors of
hearings in which they are a party or named as witnesses.

11.4. Protests will be heard by the Morf protest committee.

TIME LIMIT

12.1.  Anyrace in which no boat rounds the first windward mark within 45 minutes, or finishes
within two and a half (2%) hours of the start shall be abandoned. Any boats not
finishing with 45 minutes of the finish time of the first boat will be scored TLE (Time
Limit Expired).

12.2. If a boat in last place in a race is delaying the next start, the race committee may order
the race terminated for that boat, and score the boat points equal to last place.

SCORING

13.1 The Series will be scored by fleet with winners in the Jam and Spinaker fleets.

13.2. The MOREF Scoring System will apply. Each boat’s series score will be the total score of
all her races. There will be no discards. A boat will be awarded points equal to (41
minus its corrected finish position) quantity squared [(41 - corrected finish position)?]
for each race.

The following table shows the points corresponding to each corrected finish position.

If boats are tied (i.e., having equal corrected times), the points for the place for which the boats
have tied and for the place(s) immediately below, shall be added together and divided equally.

Points awarded for scoring circumstances other than a normal start and finish will be as follows:
DNC (Did not start, did not come to the starting area): 0 points awarded.
DNS (Did not start (other than DNC and OCS)): 0 points awarded.

DNF (started but did not finish or retired): scored points for the finishing place one more than the
number of boats entered in the series.

Results will be posted on the MORF website at www.morfracing.net as soon as possible following

racing.
WITHDRAWAL

Boats that retire from a race or do not intend to start a subsequent race shall notify the Race
Committee on VHF Channel 69 before leaving the race course.

RACE COMMITTEE COURTESY BROADCASTS
The Race Committee may attempt to report visual signals displayed and other pertinent
information over VHF Channel 69. This information is provided as a courtesy to competitors and
does not in any way alter their responsibility to observe the Race Committee’s visual signals
which govern the conduct of the race. Errors or omissions involving such courtesy broadcasts
shall not be grounds for redress.
